Crude oil is converted in refineries into a wide range of products such as gasoline, kerosene, diesel, fuel oils and petrochemical feedstock. Before it is refined the oil contains potentially fatal components.

3. 
Crude oil is made up of compounds of carbon and hydrogen called hydrocarbons. These hydrocarbons may be paraffin, the oil which is used as a fuel in tin heaters and lamps or cycloparaffins (napthenes) or aromatic compounds in varying proportions. While crudes found in the U.S. are mostly paraffinic, those found along the gulf coast are naphthenic which contain sulphur compounds in varying amount, a small amount of nitrogen and very little oxygen. All crudes will have nickel and vanadium in high concentration. Iron may be found in inorganic form due to corrosion of pipes.

4. 
Paraffins like methane and ethane are asphyxiants which will cause suffocation. The effects of cycloparaffins are more or less similar to those of the paraffin but unsaturated paraffins are more than the saturated ones. The sulphur compounds present in the crude oil can be toxic. The mechanism of toxic action seems to involve its breakdown to hydrogen sulphide. They will act principally on the nervous system with death resulting mainly from respiratory paralysis. Sulphur in the form of aromatic thiophenes, benzoethophenes can damage the livers and kidneys of sea animals. Sulphur compounds like mercaptes can be very dangerous.

HOW TO BEAT A BAD MOOD


Moods, say the experts, are emotions that tend to become fixed, influencing one’s outlook for hours, days or even weeks. That’s great if your mood is a pleasant one, but it’s a problem if you are sad, anxious, angry or simply lethargic.


Perhaps the best way to deal with such moods is to talk them out; sometimes, though there is no one to listen. Modern pharmacology offers an abundance of Tranquilizers, anti-depressants and anti-anxiety drugs. What many people don’t realise, however, is that scientists have discovered the effectiveness of several non-drug approaches to prey you loose from an unwanted mood. These can be as good as prescription drugs and have the added benefit of being non-toxic and non-addictive. So in moments of bad moods try one of these antidotes instead of rushing to the chemists. Of all self-help techniques, aerobic exercises seem to be the most effective cure for a bad mood. Aerobic exercises such as running, cycling, brisk-walking, swimming or other repetitive activities that boost the heart beat rate, increase circulation of blood and improve the body’s utilisation of oxygen just for 20 min. Three to five times a week, are just that you need.

“Colour can be a nutrient for the mind as vitamins are for the body,” says Patricea, a New York colour psychologist. She suggests keeping away from red to defuse irritability and anger. Avoid wearing colours that make you feel down-black or dark blue. Go for warm, bright and active colours, and lighten your mood. Neutral colours such as soft shades of blue have a soothing, calming effect and alleviate the tension.

There is reported basic link between food and mood. Carbohydrates eaten alone stimulate the brain’s production of serotonin responsible for making us feel calm and released. It is a sort of comfort food with tranquilising effect. Eating proteins sustain alertness and mental energy. The best proteins are shell fish, fish, chicken etc.

A strong connection has been found between high caffeine intake and increased depression, irritability and anxiety. People are often depressed when their thoughts are negative and distorted. If you avoid being critical of yourself and think positive thoughts, you are actually to feel happy. It is important to lift oneself out of one’s own self-defeating mood and to interest in someone else.

Mark Antony’s Speech

· Mark Antony’s funeral oration-manages to turn the mob against the conspirators. He uses many rhetorical tricks to persuade the people to go against the conspirators.

· He dramatically enters with Caesar’s body to win the sympathies of the crowd and start out by addressing the crowd as “Friends”.

· By calling Brutus noble and honourable repeatedly, he conveys a sense of sarcasm.
· Rebuts Brutus’s statement that Caesar was ambitious and starts turning the crowd against the conspirators. This has an effect of causing the crowd to believe Brutus is lying and may be everything he has said may be questionable.

· Antony then teases the crowd with Caesar’s will, which they beg him to read, but he refuses. Antony tells the crowd to “have patience” and expresses his felling that he will ”wrong the honourable men whose daggers have stabbed Ceasar” if he is to read the will.The crowd yells out “they were traitors” and have at this time completely turned against the conspirators and are inflamed about Ceasar’s death.

· Next, Atony humble himself as “no orator, as Brutus is” hinting that Brutus used trickery in his speech to device the crowd.

· After that Antony deals his final blow by revealing to the crowd Ceasar’s will, in which” To every Roman citizen he gives, to every several man seventy-five drachmas” as well as land. He thus appeals to their sense of greed. He then asks the crowd,” Here was a Ceasar, when comes such another?” which questions the conspirators’ ability to lead.
· The people seem to find it easier to accept Antony, an emotional and sincere speaker, than Brutus who appears arrogant and forceful.
