Dead man lane is a narrow alley, varying from 3 to 6 feet in width….  At the point where the land turns westward. Part of a skull and the bones of the thorax and upper arm of an adult were discovered, al in very friable condition, at a depth of uft. 2 in the body lay on its back diagonally across the lane. Fifteen inches to the west were a few fragments of a tiny skull. It is to these remains that the lane owes its name. 

(from  John Marshall Mohanjodaro and the Indus civilization, 1931)

                    My friends took me to a room at the airport where we all sat down and talked …. (and) had lunch together .
