· The main purpose in studying a spiritual teaching is to come into harmony with the universe. Lack of harmony is often the reason of ill health and spiritual distress. Wars, poverty and disease are a living proof that many of us are out of harmony in some manner.

· Being in harmony requires the individual to live in closer contact with nature. By applying nature’s   principles to our everyday life, we can attain right to action. We think of nature as trees, birds, insects, fresh air, sunlight and clouds. But the same laws that govern these components of nature govern us, too. So the human body is as much a part of nature as are clouds, water, air and the different animals. Attaining   the goal of achieving oneness with nature calls for emptying the mind of its preconceptions,   distortion    and wasteful preprogrammed responses. When this occurs, the mind is able to allow the body to act in a natural and efficient manner. 

· Tai Chi Chaun is one way of working towards harmonizing our energies both internally and externally so that we live in tune with nature. Because the movements of Tai Chi Chuan are slow and meditative, they put us in direct contact   with nature. Tai Chi Chuan not only provides a foundation for self-defence, but also teaches principles of harmonies action. Being in harmony requires flexibility in thought and ability to release an idea free from ego. Tai Chi Chuan  emphasizes becoming aware  of the inter-relationship of all the part of one’s body –both with one another and with the environments and moving these parts harmoniously under the direction of the mind .To be able to do this , special training is required 

· Learning to move harmoniously is much more than a physical exercise. Disharmonious body movement is caused by the mind sending faulty messages to the body parts. With practice, the students learn to send messages that result in the   fluidity of movement. While the vehicle is the physical body, Practising the movements of Tai Chi Chaun strengthens the bones, organs, glands and muscles. At the same time, the mind is diverted from its usual mechanical mode of one that leads to increased harmony. Soon, the practitioner begins to cultivate a similar harmony when approaching other pursuits.

· There are two main modes in which the mind operates; the mechanical and the direct .The mechanical mode is the everyday, practical one. The direct mode is that of being in the moment.  In this mode, the mind experiences directly rather than characterizing through language. The direct mode is unencumbered by self-blame, preconceptions,  thoughts of either the past or future , opinions, prejudices and limiting characterizations such as male/female,  rich/poor, smart/stupid.

· Being in the moment does not imply ignoring either the past or the future. On the contrary, it implies coordinating the past, present and future. Practising Tai Chi helps shift the mind from every day   cares to focus on getting attuned with inner and outer natural phenomena. Events are experienced directly rather than abstractly, through words. Because Tai Chi advocates simplicity and selflessness and allows you to live in- and look at - the world harmoniously, it is a spiritual teaching and to practice which no special equipment or clothing is required. It can be done alone in a space as small as for square feet. As a result. It is a priceless possession - one that cannot be lost because it is totally within us. Tai Chi Chuan is an art to be experienced directly for a substantial period of time.

    Sometimes ago a minor pop-star died of anaphylactic shock after eating just a mouthful of food that he was allergic to. Within a few seconds of eating, he had difficulty in breathing, his blood pressure fell, his throat swelled and he lost consciousness.

The news puzzled and frightened some people. After all, so many people fall prey to temptation or error or eat foods that don’t agree with them. Why it is that most people only suffer an upset stomach while a rare few go into severe allergic reactions?

That is because true foods allergic are less common than we think. Most often, what we consider an allergic is actually a food is quite common, say allergists, while genuine food allergies affect only a small percent of population. The difference is not only in name, but the dividing line is not always clear.

     The allergies occur when the immune system which guards the body against”enemy invasion”, identifies an ordinary food as a foreign invader. It produces anti bodies to counterattack the enemy. Signs of this inner battle appear as itching, rash, sneezing or swelling somewhere on the body. It could also show up breathing difficulty, wheezing, vomiting or cramps in the stomach.   The reactions to be taken most seriously are swelling of the tongue or throat. The faster the reaction appears after eating, the more severe the allergy.

              An intolerance is less serious-simply a difficulty in digesting a food because the body does not make the right chemicals needed for the job. It is not an immune system response, so the discomfort is usually limited to ache, gases, cramps and diarrhea. Milk, beans and nuts are common foods many people cannot tolerate. Luckily, discomfort can be controlled by eating the food inn small amounts and it is possible to gradually teach the body to tolerate it. Childhood intolerances, however, seem to return in old age. The body    is more stubborn about allergies, so it is safer not to try and teach it to accept the food.

                  If there are foods which make you sick, it is better to know if it is an allergy or intolerance.

            People who already suffer from asthma or skin allergies are to be likelier to be allergic rather than intolerant. Digestive problems show up several hours after eating are probably an intolerance. The time of eating, the amount of food, the type and timing of the reaction may reveal whether your body considers the food life-threatening or simply difficult to digest.
